Absent:  Vice Chairman Rosenberg, Member Jackson.  The Secretary declared a quorum present.

ABSENCES


On a motion by Member Menasche, seconded by Member Hartner, to approve excused absences from this meeting for Vice Chairman Rosenberg and Member Jackson, the motion was PASSED UNANIMOUSLY.

MINUTES

On a motion by Member Rodney, seconded by Member Hartner, to approve the minutes of the September 10, 2013 meeting as presented, the motion was PASSED UNANIMOUSLY.

REPORT OF LIAISON


The Board reviewed the monthly financial report distributed by Ms. Vegas.


Ms. Vegas reported that the Fence Art project has been approved and is underway.  A deadline for completion is January 2014.

Art Festival


2014 artist applications have been distributed/mailed to the artist database.  Festival advertising previously approved by the Board has been placed.


There was a discussion on eligibility of Studio 18 artists for cash prizes (since they have been allotted a free festival booth); also whether the annual poster contest winner should be eligible for cash awards.


On a motion by Member Coberly, seconded by Member Rodney, that the annual art festival poster contest winner be allowed to participate in cash awards, the motion was PASSED UNANIMOUSLY.

On a motion by Member Hartner, seconded by Member Menasche, that since the festival artist cash prize categories are judged by outside judges not related to the City, that Studio 18 artists be eligile for cash prizes, the following vote was recorded:

Glass Gallery


Ms. Vegas read the report of Curator Menasche indicating a very successful 9th annual art competition exhibit, reception and awarding of prizes.  It was noted that there were 180 entries juried.


The next exhibit, commencing November 20 with a reception on December 17, will be the annual Chilren’s Holiday in the Pines.  All members were urged to attend the reception.


Curator Menasche stated that he would like to see the Board focusing on a creating and recommending a long-range plan for cultural art goals for the City.

Studio 18


The current exhibit – “About Face” will show until November 22nd.  The next exhibit commences December 6 – “Trash to Art”.


Discussion was held regarding possible acquisition of an additional building at the Howard Forman Park with a view to creating an artist colony in the City.  The Chairman stated she would research the matter further and report at the next meeting.

OLD BUSINESS


There was a discussion of the Board’s participation in assisting the “Speaking Hands” organization.  There was consensus to extend to the organization an offer of a free art festival booth, if desired.
