Next of kin notifications have been made and the identity of the subjects involved have been updated

Preliminary investigation revealed that a 

vehicle, which was traveling southbound, left the roadway and impacted several trees in the center 

median.  The vehicle sustained extensive damages and one occupant expired at the scene.  A second 

occupant was airlifted as a trauma alert to Memorial Regional Hospital.
