INCIDENT SUMMARY:

On Sunday, 02.19.2017, members of the Pembroke Pines Police Department responded to an armed 

robbery – home invasion.  

A preliminary investigation revealed that Victim #1 was inside her garage while the overhead door was 

open.  The armed suspects walked inside the garage too, demanded valuables, and threatened harm if 

cooperation was not offered.  
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At gun-point, Victim #1 was ordered inside the residence to gather valuables.  Victim #2 was not aware 

of the invasion until the suspects entered the master bedroom and forced him to the ground.  

After ransacking the home, the suspects removed various items.  The suspects then walked out of the 

front door and likely drove away from the location of occurrence.  

Neither victim was injured, nor were their children.

Detectives responded to further the investigation.
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
