INCIDENT SUMMARY: 

On January 27, 2018, at approximately 3PM two suspects (Suspect #1 and Suspect #2) entered the 

Jewelry Discounters store (Victim #1) located at 12137 Pembroke Road.  While inside the victim 

business, both suspects were shown multiple watches by an employee. Shortly afterwards both suspects 

exited the business. 

 

On January 30, 2018, the store owner noticed that two watches - a men's Rolex watch valued at $5,900 

and a women's Rolex watch valued at $6,000 - were missing from the showcase.  After reviewing 

surveillance footage from within the business one of the above suspect's could be observed on the 

above listed date and time placing one of the missing watches into his front right pocket. 

 

Both suspects are described as white males, 5'8" to 5'10" in height, and approximately 200 pounds.  One 

suspect was wearing a white shirt, one suspect was wearing a black shirt, and both were last seen 

wearing hats.  The suspect in the black shirt was the individual seen removing the watch.
