INCIDENT SUMMARY: 

On February 1st, at approximately 11:40AM, our officers responded to a residence located at SW 68 

Boulevard and SW 5th Street regarding an in-progress burglary.  Our investigation revealed that 

unknown suspects gained access to the home's front porch by prying open the front security gate.  Once 

inside the porch, the suspects removed Victim #1's orange Honda motorcycle (Florida Tag MFDJ28) 

before fleeing the scene.  At the time of the incident Victim #1's sister, Victim #2, was inside of the 

residence but did not hear the crime occur.    

 

Surveillance footage from the residence revealed that the suspects arrived in a dark blue Dodge Ram 

truck.  Suspect #1 is described as an unknown male, and Suspect #2 is described as a white or hispanic 

male. 

 

We are asking our media and community partners for assistance in broadcasting this information to the 

public, so that we can ascertain the identities of both suspects.
