INCIDENT SUMMARY: 

 On Monday, March 26, 2018, at approximately 12:40AM our officers responded to the 7-Eleven located 

at 1696 S Palm Avenue regarding an armed carjacking which had just occurred.  Our initial investigation 

revealed that the adult male victim (Victim #1) was sitting in his parked vehicle to the east-side of the 

business.  An unknown black male (Suspect #1) opened the front driver's-side door to the vehicle and 

placed a black handgun to Victim #1's head.  Suspect #1 ordered the victim out of his vehicle, and 

proceeded to leave the scene in the stolen car. 

 

Victim #1's vehicle is a 2017 4-door silver Toyota Corolla.  Suspect #1 is described as a black male, 

approximately 5'05" to 5'06" in height, 25-30 years of age, approximately 190 lbs, last seen wearing a 

dark shirt and dark pants.  Surveillance footage from the business did not capture this incident. 

 

Investigative efforts determined that the vehicle was located near the area of 2701 W Sunrise 

Boulevard.  A request was made to the Broward Sheriff's Office to assist with the vehicle's recovery, and 

they were able to locate the abandoned vehicle in Fort Lauderdale.  Victim #1 was transported to the 

scene by our officers, and the vehicle was released back to him after it was processed by our Crime 

Scene Unit.  Our agency is working in collaboration with the Broward Sheriff's Office in regards to this 
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investigation (BSO District 5, case #90-18-03-010800).
