INCIDENT SUMMARY:

Missing person Emmanuel Colon was court-ordered to the Citrus Health facility located at 8375 S Palm
Drive.

Colon was last seen wearing a navy blue
sweatshirt with a white t-shirt underneath, navy blue pants, and sandals. Colon did not have possession
of a cell phone, money, or identification when he left the facility. While Colon is not believed to be a
danger to the public, he suffers from schizophrenia and substance abuse issues.
