INCIDENT SUMMARY: 

On Monday, November 5th, the Pembroke Pines Police Department was contacted by an anonymous 
complainant who advised of threatening posts on Snapchat made by a student of Pembroke Pines 
Charter Central.  School Resource Officer William Pleasants was immediately alerted and took the 12-
year old female suspect into custody.  The suspect's mother was notified and responded to the school to 
meet with our Threat Assessment Team (TAT). 
 
Our investigation revealed that the suspect's Snapchat posts stated "if I get this one more time I will 
shoot someone", and "no one go to school tmrrw".  The suspect admitted to posting the messages, and 
stated that she wrote them due to being bullied in school.  The suspect advised that she did not intend 
to act upon the threat, but was aware that her posts appeared threatening.  The suspect stated that she 
does not have access to any firearms.  No weapons were found upon her person or in her belongings.  
 
Following our investigation, the suspect was charged with a 2nd Degree Felony for making a false report 
concerning the use of a firearm in a violent manner (FSS 790.163), and transported to the Juvenile 
Assessment Center (JAC). 
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We are once again asking our local parents to please speak with your children  about making threats of 
this nature.  All threats made against our schools will be taken seriously, and will be swiftly investigated 
by our department.  These are severe offenses, and any individual determined to have committed such 
acts will be charged accordingly.  Please educate your children on the seriousness of these crimes, and 
help us prevent incidents like this from occurring in the future.
