INCIDENT SUMMARY: 

On Tuesday, December 4th, at approximately 4:20 a.m. our officers responded to the Big Dawgs Sports 
Bar (10000 NW 6th Court) regarding a fight.  Our initial investigation revealed that the victim was 
standing outside of the bar when he was struck once, unexpectedly, by the suspect.  The victim was 
knocked unconscious from the punch, and his head then impacted with the concrete sidewalk.  The 
suspect fled the scene prior to our officers' arrival. 
 
The victim was promptly transported to Memorial Regional Hospital for evaluation and treatment.  
Despite lifesaving efforts from the hospital staff, the victim passed away on Saturday, December 8th, 
due to the extent of his injuries.  The cause of his death was ruled a homicide due to blunt force trauma. 
 
Through the investigative efforts of our Investigations Division, the identity of the suspect was 
determined to be 24-year old Elias David Sanchez of North Miami Beach, Florida.  Elias David Sanchez 
was subsequently taken into custody on Wednesday, December 12th, with the assistance of the FBI Task 
Force and the Miami-Dade Warrants Unit.
