INCIDENT SUMMARY:

At 2:41 p.m. on Wednesday, May 1, 2019, members of the Pembroke Pines Police Department responded
to a suspicious incident which was reported by a caller from a nearby child care center.

As the first responding police officer arrived, a burglary in-progress was discovered and the suspects were
noticed taking multiple firearms from the victim’s home. Once the suspects saw a police presence, all four
ran away in an attempt to avoid arrest. The first responding officer gave chase, and with the assistance of

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other responding officers, quickly apprehended three of the four suspects. Soon after, a police canine
ultimately located the fourth suspect hiding in a tool shed.

A total of nine firearms were removed from the victim’s home. However, police officers safely recovered
the firearms and returned all nine to the victim.

The investigation also revealed that a newer model, silver Nissan Altima might be associated with the
incident. No other information pertaining to the Nissan is known at the time of this Media Release.

The suspects face criminal charges including Armed Burglary, Burglary, Resisting a Law Enforcement
Officer without Violence, and Trespassing.
