INCIDENT SUMMARY:

On September 11, 2019 at approximately 6:45PM the Pembroke Pines Police Department
responded to South Florida State Hospital (800 E Cypress Drive) regarding an escaped
prisoner/patient.

Investigation revealed that 33-year-old John Ireland, a court-ordered patient of the hospital, had
escaped the facility at approximately 4PM by climbing over an exterior fence. John Ireland is
described as a white Hispanic male, with brown hair and brown eyes, facial hair, 6’5 in height,
2001bs, with multiple facial tattoos. John Ireland is diagnosed with schizophrenia, and has a
history of violent behavior. He was last seen traveling on foot, and wearing a black long-sleeved
shirt and black pants.

Officers conducted an extensive search in the surrounding areas, including K-9 and BSO
Aviation Units, but due to the time delay the subject could not be located.
