INCIDENT SUMMARY:

At approximately 5:33PM a 911 call was received from a Miami-Dade Corrections supervisor 
who advised that he had obtained secondhand information regarding one of his employees who 
was threatening to harm himself.  The information provided to our agency led to our officers 
making contact with the subject in the area of Pasadena Estates (NW 202 Avenue & NW 4th

Street).

While members of our Crisis Response Team (CRT) negotiated with the subject, our officers 
secured the area to protect the life & safety of everyone involved, as well as the surrounding 
residents.  Our CRT negotiators spoke with the subject at length, which ultimately led to a 
peaceful surrender.
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Once the subject was detained and secured, he was transported by Pembroke Pines Fire-Rescue 
to a nearby hospital for medical treatment and evaluation.

There were no individuals hurt or injured during this incident.  We will provide additional 
information regarding this incident as it becomes available.
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
